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This session will present evidence on the economic value of multilingualism and show how improved capacity in a wider range of languages, alongside other skills, would contribute to economic growth and boost job opportunities across Europe. 

We will look at the importance of Labour Market Intelligence (LMI) for challenging established opinion that ‘English is all you need’, whether these views are held by individuals, businesses or decision makers in education and training. 

We will consider some – perhaps surprising – findings from research into the jobs market for languages in the UK and share ideas on how such information can be gathered and used to promote multilingualism.
